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In case of any discrepancies between this guidance document and the Royal Decree of 27th May 2014, the Royal Decree will prevail. 

Who has to register? 

Introduction 
Not all substances produced in nanoparticular state or mixtures containing such substances, have to be 

registered. In the next paragraphs, you will find the answer to the question whether or not you have to 

register your substance or your mixture.  

The answer to the question in the title is given in a schematic way : 

- Decision tree for substances 

- Decision tree for mixtures 

The main difference between these two decision trees follows from the exemption made in Art 1, 8° of 

the Royal Decree: “The provisions of this Decree shall not apply to … pigments, when placed on the 

market in a mixture, an article or a complex object”. 

The decision tree exists out of 9 questions. Depending on the answer you give to a specific question, you 

will receive an answer to the question whether you have to register or not, or will be referred to the next 

question.  

For each question, reference is made to the list of FAQ’s published on our website. The answer to these 

FAQ’s can assist you with the interpretation of the Royal Decree or with the questions below. In case you 

don’t find the answer to your specific question, please contact us at info@nanoregistration.be.
